Perkins IV Onsite Compliance – State Plan

Annually, 20 percent of the underperforming Perkins funded recipients will be selected for on-site compliance technical assistance visits based on the following criteria: most recent validated performance data putting the program at risk of noncompliance with Perkins performance measures as identified in the FAUPL; mismanagement of the plan as evidenced by guideline violations in regards to timely submission of the annual application, performance assessment, program data and fiscal reporting.
Narrative for Onsite Compliance Calculations – Perkins IV
First, the Perkins secondary and postsecondary indicator data was organized by fiscal agent.  The indicator data was compared to the FAUPL baseline by developing a ratio of actual to baseline for each fiscal agent and indicator.  These ratios were summed across indicators to form a total indicator number for each fiscal agent.  
Performance report problems, fiscal report problems, and Local Plan quality problems were noted.  Risk factors such as new director, new fiscal manager, new Perkins coordinator, previous Perkins corrective actions, single audit findings, and sanction letters in the last three years were all tallied and summed.  Then three points were subtracted from the total if the consortia had received an onsite compliance visit in the last three years.  
The Report Quality/Risk Factor total was then subtracted from the indicator ratio sum to form an overall sum.  This overall sum was then ordered to determine the bottom 20% of fiscal agents for secondary and postsecondary fiscal agents.  (The lowest third of the bottom 20% are required to attend TAP projects).
